OBJECTIVES:

This course consists of 100 contact hours and is designed to teach the language skills at the
Beginning Level. Students will understand the language in context, using familiar topics as
presented in the text, as well as other visual, gestures and activities that will serve as aids to
learning and practicing the Spanish language. Pre-and post reading activities will allow students
to learn strategies as reading from content, summarizing information and guessing contextually.
Students will also do a guided writing assignment that will integrate vocabulary and grammatical
structures presented in every lesson. They will also develop an awareness of the culture of
Spanish speaking people which provides the context for a correct understanding of the language.
